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If InsulBag must be moved when full, fill it on top of a vinyl tarp and use the tarp as a means of draging and/or lifting the load.
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When filling InsulBag, gently tap a broomstick on the InsulBag wall to release fine dust particles from the pores, allowing the bag to breathe.
InsulBags filled past 90% capacity may burst from excessive pressure. Change bag when material is even with height of loading nozzle.
